Background Information:


I have been involved with the martial arts since 7/78, when I first moved to St. Louis, MO, at the age of 16.  I began my martial arts training in Tae kwon Do under Jerry Smith, the student of Master Chuck Roth, the student of Grand Master Bong Yul Shin.


I became Assistant Instructor under the tutelage of Jerry Smith in 1981, and eventually assumed much responsibility in his Dojo. I closed that location in 4/97 due to a split up with my partner who ran the dance facility.  I taught from a friend’s house for a while until I later purchased a building in St.Louis, MO in 10/97 and ran a Dojo there for about 3 years.  I later taught a small class of students, which I began in 1/2002 in the City Museum downtown St. Louis, MO for approximately 2 years.
